Dundry Hill is capped by limestone, formed during the Jurassic period.
It's the same rock that the Cotswolds are made of, and has protected
the underlying clays from erosion.

An important layer is the Dundry Freestone, which has been quarried

since Roman times. It was used in the building of Bristol's

St Mary Redcliffe church, and shipped far and wide;

Cardiff Castle and Dublin Cathedral both used Dundry stone. you are here
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The last quarrying took place in the 1920s.
The former quarries now provide a habitat for wildlife,
including horseshoe bats.

The tower of St Michael's church was built in 1482 by

Bristol's Society of Merchant Venturers.

It's a prominent landmark.

In the churchyard is the Dole Stone, which may have originally
been used to demonstrate what the local stone is like.
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Dundry Freestone is rich in fossils,
particularly ammonites.
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Watch out for upland birds like ravens, buzzards and stonechats.
There are orchids in the meadows.

Look for the small yellow flowers of wall pepper in the summer.
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
